The emotional crescendo unfolded
not within the structured confines of
conference halls or the disciplined
symmetry of cricket fields, but at
the fragile edge of geography itself
- the frontier drawn by Sir Cyril
Radcliffe, a hurried cartographer
of destiny in 1947. Standing there,
the scribe felt the silent weight of
partitions layered upon one another;
the wrenching separation of India
and East Pakistan, the tumultuous
birth of Bangladesh in 1971, and
the countless human stories stitched
into the soil beneath his feet. Yet
nature offered a counter-narrative.

In that moment, the border
seemed less like a barrier and
more like a human insistence
upon separation, an idea imposed
upon a landscape that refused to
acknowledge it.

The absurdity revealed itself
gradually. Birds required no
passports. The wind needed no visa.
Clouds drifted without interrogation.
Sovereignty, so fiercely guarded
on paper, dissolved into the vast
openness of the sky.

Pigeons glided effortlessly across
invisible lines. Babblers darted
between branches, unburdened by
the idea of nationality. Somewhere,
a cuckoo sang with timeless
serenity, its melody unconcerned
with borders or bureaucracy. Ducks
traced gentle ripples across ponds
where water hyacinth floated like
scattered memories. Mango, papaya,
and jackfruit trees stood rooted in
a shared earth, indifferent to flags
and fences.

The zoologist within the scribe
awakened, recalling Siberian
cranes travelling across continents,
mountains, and oceans without
bureaucratic permission. The
paradox struck deeply: humanity,
the most intelligent species, is
confined by lines it draws itself,
while other creatures roam freely
through the world’s vastness.

The border visit left an imprint
beyond memory; it became a
philosophical revelation. Cricket,
borders, migration, and nature
intertwined into a single narrative.
Tripura’s landscapes offered more
than scenic beauty; they provided
clarity. The journey reaffirmed that
sport can be a bridge between
cultures, and nature can remind
humanity of its shared origins.

The scribe felt a quiet melancholy,
not of regret, but of recognition.
Humanity had drawn lines to define
belonging, yet life itself resisted
such definitions. Nature whispered
a philosophy older than politics:
that divisions are temporary, while
continuity endures.

As dusk approached, the frontier
transformed into a meditation on
coexistence, a reminder that history
may divide, but existence itself
seeks unity. The border stood firm
in human imagination, yet beyond
it, wings moved freely, carrying
with them a silent lesson: that
freedom, in its purest form, cannot

be contained by ink upon maps.
As the scribe departed from
Agartala airport after three days,
one thought lingered - perhaps
the true meaning of cricket lies
not merely in competition but in
connection. Just like birds crossing
borders, the game transcends
divisions, carrying stories from one
land to another. Tripura was not
just a destination. It was a mirror.
And somewhere within that
reflection emerged a distinctly
Tamilian resonance - the
philosophical cadence of Sangam
poetry, where landscapes are not
merely geography but emotional
states. Like the ancient Tamil
concept of tinai, which binds
human feeling to terrain, Tripura
too became a living metaphor.
The journey echoed with the quiet
wisdom of Thiruvalluvar, reminding
us that all humanity shares a single
moral horizon despite linguistic or
regional differences. Just as cricket
fields in Chennai or Madurai pulse
with devotion beyond rivalry,
this northeastern frontier revealed
unity beneath diversity. The scribe
sensed that India’s soul is like a
Carnatic raga, complex, layered,
improvisational, yet ultimately
harmonious, weaving distant regions
into a single enduring melody.

Tsunami of donations
to BJP: ADR report
2024-2025

If money talks, India’s electoral trusts appear to have switched
to surround sound in 2024-25. According to the latest report by
the Association for Democratic Reforms, (ADR), contributions
to political parties through electoral trusts reached Rs 3,826.34
crores in the financial year, with Rs 3,826.35 crores disbursed.
Yes, that extra decimal has done its civic duty.

Under India’s Electoral Trusts Scheme, 2013, trusts approved by
the Central Board of Direct Taxes (CBDT), receive donations
from companies and individuals and are required to distribute
at least 95 percent of those funds to registered political parties.
The paperwork, at least, is designed to look tidy.

The real headline, however, is the percentage of distribution.
The ruling Bharatiya Janata Party received Rs 3,157.65 crores,
accounting for 82.52 percent of the total disbursed by electoral
trusts. The Indian National Congress received Rs 298.78 crores
(7.81 percent), and the All India Trinamool Congress received
Rs 102 crores (2.67 percent). Nineteen other parties shared
the remaining Rs 267.91 crores, presumably after checking the
cushions.

Among the trusts, Prudent Electoral Trust led the generosity
index, disbursing Rs 2,668.46 crores to 15 parties, followed by
Progressive Electoral Trust with Rs 914.97 crore to 10 parties.
In total, 228 corporate entities contributed Rs 3,636.82 crore,
while 99 individuals added Rs 187.62 crore. The top 10 donors
alone accounted for nearly half the total contributions.
Elevated Avenue Realty LLP topped the donor list with Rs 500
crore. It was followed by Tata Sons Private Limited (Rs 308.13
crore), Tata Consultancy Services Limited (Rs 217.62 crore) and
Megha Engineering and Infrastructure Limited (Rs 175 crore).
Manufacturing contributed the largest sectoral share, followed
by real estate and communication/IT/telecom. Maharashtra led

following behind. Contributions worth over Rs 1,065 crore, however, did not
disclose donor addresses - an administrative detail that somehow misplaced itself.
The report also flagged compliance gaps. Five of the registered trusts declared
nil contributions, and reports of five others were not available on the website of
the Election Commission of India months after the deadline. Harmony Electoral
Trust even managed to distribute Rs 10 lakh more than it received - a small
miracle in financial management.

This surge in trust-based funding comes in the wake of the Supreme Court’s
February 2024 decision striking down the electoral bonds scheme as unconstitutional ! o ]
and violative of voters’ right to information. If opacity was briefly out of fashion, |

transparency has returned wearing a well-tailored but still slightly translucent suit.

Meanwhile, the BJP’s own audited accounts suggest that it is not exactly operating on a shoestring. The
party reported a general fund closing balance of Rs 12,164 crore as of March 31, 2025, including nearly
Rs 10,000 crore in cash and bank deposits. Voluntary contributions rose to Rs 6,125 crore in 2024-25
and interest income from fixed deposits alone stood at Rs 634 crore. When your savings account earns
more than most parties raise in a year, compounding becomes a campaign strategy.

Election expenditure for the BJP in 2024-25 was reported at Rs 3,335.36 crore, nearly doubling
from the previous year. Significant sums went into electronic media, advertisements, travel by aircraft
and helicopters, printed material, rallies and campaign and logistics. Democracy, it turns out, runs on
enthusiasm, ideology and a robust aviation budget.

None of this is illegal within the framework disclosed. Electoral trusts are permitted vehicles. Corporate
donations are lawful. Parties are required to report what they receive. Yet the arithmetic tells its own
political story. When over 82 percent of trust-routed funds go to one party, the phrase “level playing
field” begins to sound like an ambitious infrastructure project.

Money is not the only ingredient in electoral success. But it undeniably shapes visibility, narrative reach
and organizational muscle. In a vast and diverse democracy, resources can amplify a message until it
feels like common sense. The question that the ADR gently raises is not whether funds may be donated,
but whether citizens have enough information to judge the architecture behind the generosity.

As India moves into another cycle of high-stakes elections, the ruling party appears financially well
fortified. The highways of political messaging are freshly paved. The billboards are booked. The
helicopters are fuelled. And somewhere in the background, democracy continues to insist that it is not
for sale - merely very, very well sponsored.
